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JUDGES’ FACT SHEET

In assisting at this conference as a competitive events judge, you are a very special person to Ohio DECA. Your knowledge, expertise, and motivation to serve are greatly appreciated. If you have served as a judge in the past, you are aware of the task and procedure. If this is your first time to judge, you are about to take on a truly exciting student activity. The information below is for your review prior to the conference. All judges are briefed on-site prior to judging.

General Comments

-Although ability levels vary, you will find most students to be competitive in their activity. However, some students may be competing for the first time. Even well prepared students can “freeze” under pressure. Try to put all students at ease.

-Evaluate students against your standards and expectations. Do not compare with other students or judges.

-Consistency is the key. It doesn’t matter if you score high or low as long as you maintain the same expectations.

-All role play and interview events basically involve judging the same skills regardless of the event. These include communication skills, management skills, decision making skills, human relations skills, and social skills.

-As a professional business person, your expertise will be more than adequate in serving as a judge regardless of the event.

Written Event Judging – Friday, March 16, 2012 - 7:30 am - 2:00 pm

The format for written events and projects is a unique and challenging program that involves the development of a manual that is researched and written by a student or as a class project. Written Events include a research section and organization of other practical information about an area of marketing or a marketing career.

You will be reading and evaluating these projects using a very structured rating sheet provided to you. It is certain you will be impressed with the scope, detail, and quality of many of these documents. Most of these events will have a finalist interview which takes place on Saturday.

Written Event Finalist Interview - Saturday, March 17, 2012 - 7:30 am - 12:00 noon

If you are judging written events on Saturday, you will be conducting student interviews. These students will be the finalists in each area. You are provided with a rating sheet. The student contact is quite enjoyable.

Series Events - Saturday, March 17, 2012 - 7:30 am - 12:00 noon

The series events measure student proficiency in a variety of skills identified as essential to succeed in a given occupation. Students will have taken a comprehensive written exam on Friday evening concerning general marketing, technical information and academic skills. Each student then presents two role play/interview situations on Saturday. You will be judging one of these two activities. Students receive a written situation and time to review and prepare a professional approach to the problem. The judges evaluate the student using a rating sheet provided. You will absolutely find this activity to be a great experience.

Team Decision Making Events, Hospitality and Tourism Professional Selling, Professional Selling Event, Advertising Campaign, Fashion Merchandise Promotion Plan, Sports and Entertainment Promotion Plan - Saturday, March 17, 2012 – 7:30 am - 12:00 noon

The Team Decision Making Events involve the analysis of one or a combination of elements essential to the effective operation of a business in a given occupational area which includes Business Law and Ethics, Buying and Merchandising, Financial Services, Hospitality Services, Marketing Communications, Sports and Entertainment Marketing, and Travel and Tourism Marketing. Each team will be made up of two students. Each team prepares a solution to a case problem. You will be judging their presentation. A rating sheet is provided. A finals heat is held in these events for those of you who wish to judge.

Judges in Hospitality and Tourism Professional Selling and Professional Selling Events use a rating sheet provided to evaluate the students ability to conduct the sale of a product that has been pre-selected. A finals heat is held in these events for those of you who are able to stay around and judge.

Advertising Campaign is an event for an individual student or a team. The participants prepare a plan to promote a product, service, or business. They then make a presentation which is judged. The purpose of the presentation is to explain their plan. A finals heat is held for those who wish to judge.

Fashion Merchandise Promotion Plan involves the preparation of a promotion campaign for a fashion related store/product and an interview. A finals heat is held in this event for those of you who wish to judge.
Sports and Entertainment Promotion Plan involves the development of a seasonal sales promotion plan for a sports and/or entertainment company. The plan is presented in a role-playing situation to the company manager. A finals heat is held for those who wish to judge.
Team Decision Making Events Finals, Hospitality and Tourism Professional Selling Finals, Professional Selling Event Finals, Advertising Campaign Finals, Fashion Merchandise Promotion Plan Finals, Sports and Entertainment Promotion Plan Finals - Saturday, March 17, 2012 - 12:00 noon - 3:00 pm

If you are able to stay for the afternoon, we would love to have you judge the finals in one of these events. You would be judging the top ten from the morning preliminaries. Lunch is provided for those judges that stay and judge finals.
